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Dr J. Miguel Ortega is Professor of Biochemistry, Molecular Biology and Bioinformatics at the Federal University of Minas Gerais, Brazil, for 16 years, heading the Laboratory of Biodata, Cellular and Developmental Biology. In 2005 he was Chair for the 1st International Conference of the Brazilian Association for Bioinformatics and Computational Biology, a local associate of ISCB that he helped to found and participated of the director board from 2004 to 2006.
Dr Ortega's research centers on bioinformatics, but also contemplates diverse issues on molecular biology, such as chromatin structure alterations associated with DNA repair, DNA replication and progression through the cell cycle, the study of transcription factor domains and differential gene expression, and the development of novel two-hybrid systems.
